THE SCHEME

In the early 1990’s, a consortium of major industrialists from the power generation, steel, oil, gas and chemical industries recognised the need to train their contractors in basic safety.

Most were providing a site induction, some were training their contractors, but there were no common standards. Two groups, in the North East and in West Wales, working in co-operation, set out to standardise their basic safety training and devised a core curriculum which became the foundation of a training scheme which has grown to national proportions.

The scheme, which results in the award of a ‘Safety Passport’ to contractor site personnel, is monitored and controlled by a national steering group known as the Client/Contractor National Safety Group (CCNSG).

The Safety Passport lasts for 3 years, after which a Renewal can be taken. Cards must be no longer than 3 months past their expiry date for a Renewal course to be taken. Any personnel whose cards have expired by more than 3 months will be required to undertake another two-day Safety Passport course.

THE TRAINING AND ASSESSMENT

The 1 day Renewal programme covers 3 sessions:

· Behaviour 

· Safe Place of Work

· Safe Systems of Work

At the completion of the Renewal day, a new card will be provided to successful candidates.
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
